But don’t ask too
many questions — it’s not an interrogation!

Be positive. Negative comments can sound

rude. And if you don’t want to answer a
personal question, simply say, “Oh, I'm not sure
I can answer that,” or “I'd rather not say.”

That’s
interesting.”
